Drop off and pick up procedures:

Pick up:  Kindergarten parents park in the front lot or across the street and meet their children at the side 

gym door off front lot.  1st – 8th grade siblings of kindergartners also meet in the front lot.   All other students 

get picked up in alley alley again coming up Church Lane from Harrison.  

Morning ½ day students are picked up in the alleyway at 11:00am.  All day preschool is picked up in the low-

er lot behind the preschool.  Enter from Weirman Ave and form a circle in the lot starting closest to Weir-

man.  Students are brought to your car.  Please be efficient strapping your child in their car seat and save 

“how was your day” conversation for the ride home.  It will keep traffic moving.  Stay in line until it’s your 

turn to leave.  Cars leaving the line, passing others creates a safety issue for little ones eager to get to their 

caregiver.
